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Event Cavalry Regulations
It is each participant’s responsibility to also comply with the General Event Regulations of the Palmetto Battalion. 

Full Cavalry Bounty for horse and rider pre-registered on or before April 15th will be paid.  The horse and rider shall participate in all scheduled battles to qualify for the full bounty to be paid at the end of the event. Partial bounties may be available on a case by case basis but only for pre-registered units.
As each pre-registration is received, it will be assigned the number corresponding to its order of receipt. An e-mail acknowledging acceptance and with the number of the order in which it was received will be sent to the pre-registration contact and the Palmetto Battalion Commander.

$25.00 bounty will be paid for each horse which appears in battle.

Print two copies of the bounty e-mail and present one each at the time of your arrival to the Battle For Columbia treasurer and the Palmetto Battalion Artillery Commander so he will know your piece and crew are on site and the BFC treasurer will issue the bounty checks on Sunday after the battle at the reenactor registration gate.
SAFETY

(All participants will adhere to Palmetto Battalion Safety Regulations)
Safety inspections of all tack, weapons, ammunition, and livestock will be conducted prior to all battle engagements, by the Palmetto Battalion Cavalry Safety Officer. Anyone found with defective or unsound equipment will not be allowed on the field until the deficiency is corrected
All horses are required to be ridden at a walk through camps, or any area when not engaged on the field (exception drills). Horses should not be in the Sutler nor the Social Tent area. Horses should be attended at all times. Please do not ride in modern civilian attire after Friday.
All revolvers will be carried in a period style regulation holster with spare cylinders being carried in a safe manner.  Proper period style muzzle-loading (black powder) percussion, carbines, muskets, shotguns, or revolvers with No projectiles of any kind will be used.
