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Event Infantry Regulations
It is each participant’s responsibility to also comply with the General Event Regulations of the Palmetto Battalion. 

A $100 Infantry Powder Bounty will be paid for the first two 20 member Federal infantry units to camp and fight together who are pre-registered on or before April 15th. Pre-registration must include registration for 20 infantrymen and at least one NCO or Officer (21 total). The units shall participate in all scheduled battles to qualify for the full bounty to be paid at the end of the event. 
Partial bounties may be available on a case by case basis but only for pre-registered units.

As each pre-registration is received for the above described 2 federal infantry units, it will be assigned the number corresponding to its order of receipt. An e-mail acknowledging acceptance and with the number of the order in which it was received will be sent to the pre-registration contact and the Palmetto Battalion Commander.

$100.00 bounty will be paid to each of the first 2 Federal

20 man Infantry units
Print two copies of the bounty e-mail and present one each at the time of your arrival to the Battle For Columbia treasurer and the Palmetto Battalion Commander so they will know your unit is on site and the BFC treasurer will issue the bounty checks on Sunday after the battle at the reenactor registration gate.
Infantry muskets must be period reproductions military type issue muzzleloading (black powder) percussion rifle musket or smoothbore types (three band preferred). This does not include Zouaves, Hawkins, Kentucky, plains rifles, flintlocks, or any type shotguns.
SAFETY
(All participants will adhere to Palmetto Battalion Safety Regulations)

Swords and revolvers may be carried by Officers. Battalion Commanders may make an exception for NCO’s. Unsheathed swords are not allowed during charges or in close proximity to the opposing force.

Any knives carried shall be of period type and secured at all times in a proper period style sheath. Knives will NEVER be drawn on the field for any reason

Bayonets will properly fit their weapon securely for stacking. Bayonet scabbards shall have a metal tips securely fastened. Bayonets shall ONLY be fixed by order of the Battalion Commander.
